Founder of the Experimental and Semi-Professional Cinema Center at the Ministry of Culture (now the Center for the Development of Documentary,
Experimental and Animated Cinema), Director General of Supervision and Display at the Ministry of Culture and Higher Education. He designed, organized,
and revitalized post-revolutionary Iranian cinema, proposed and implemented for the first time national policies for guidance, support, and supervision,
established a centralized Film Screening License Commission, and designed and launched a Film screening Commission in collaboration with the private sector.
He implemented restrictions on foreign films while granting distribution rights to Iranian film producers, established the Advisory Council for Screenplays,
proposed the formation of the Cinema House and guild activities, organized and managed video production and licensing commissions, video duplication and
distribution centers, and supported Iranian film production by reducing related fees. He also designed and organized the first post-revolution national film
festival “Milad” (1981), provided material and moral support to cinema owners, film producers, and cinema services, and proposed the construction of small
theaters to expand and popularize cinema.He pioneered professional documentary and animation production in Iran, directed large-scale documentation
projects during the Iran-Iraq War, supported young filmmakers with equipment and post-production services, and introduced computer animation, motion
capture, and digital film technologies to the country. He has also restored and modernized key cultural and performing arts venues, including Vahdat Hall,
Azadi Cultural Complex, and Tehran City Theater, establishing advanced screening and multi-vision systems.

Masoudshahi has served as founder and CEO of multiple cultural foundations, including Saba Cultural and Artistic Foundation and Rudaki Cultural and Artistic
Foundation. He has held leadership roles in the organization of major film festivals, including the 28th and 29th Fajr International Film Festival, the International
Festival of Children and Youth in Isfahan, and has been a member of the board and policymaking councils for several national cinema organizations.
